Since this is the beginning stage of schooling, the approach is non-formal and learning is mostly through Playway Method. Focus on formal written work comes in the latter part of the Academic Term.

Criteria for entrance:
The entrance to this level is based upon :-

(a)  An interaction session with the child. This is an informal interaction of the child with the teacher and the following are credited :-

(1)  The Child’s ability to – 
# Speak clearly and coherently in English and Hindi or EITHER of the two languages. (Children who can speak only regional or vernacular language shall not be considered for admission for reasons of their own safety).

#  Distinguish, identify and name common colours, objects, flowers, fruits, vegetables, vehicles and common farm animals.

#  Clearly state his / her own name, the names of both parents and brothers and sisters, if any.

#  Answer simple questions concerning daily activities.

#  Recite a couple of rhymes in English and in Hindi.

(2)  The child’s alertness and creativity.

(b)   Recognize and write English alphabets A to Z.

  Recognize and write number 1 to 10.

  Recognize – Hindi alphabets from v ls Å rd
  Recognize shapes like square, triangle, circle etc and relate 

  objects to a particular shape.

(c)  An interview of both mother and father is deemed compulsory.
